Public Comment
Debra Chapin asked about abbreviation descriptions in last month’s minutes.

Vincent Grady asked about the Miscellaneous 987 line in the budget amount. The chief stated it will balance out on the expense side. The Training Officers Report was passed out and discussed.  Deputy Chief Paul Januszewski reports members still in Firefighter I and II.  Deputy Chief Januszewski stated there are 2 pending cadet members.  Deputy Chief Januszewski stated the NIST grant program is moving forward.  Motion by Paul Benis, 2nd by Dave Ragion to approve presented.   Motion passed by unanimous voice vote. 

The Chiefs Report was passed out and discussed.  Scott Prentiss asked about the cost of Engine 6’s multiple repairs. The Chief stated the costs were under 9000. The Chief discussed untested smoke detectors now available on amazon that people are purchasing installing. The list of these detectors is now on our website.  Motion by Paul Benis, 2nd by Pat Droney to approve as presented.  Motion passed by unanimous voice vote.
